IR cable that will allow you to control up to four 
separate devices. 

If you need to control more than two devices, use 
this cable to replace the remote control IR cable that 
came with your Slingbox PRO.

TIP: The infrared (IR) sensor is on the front of 
your cable/satellite box or DVR, usually behind 
a dark, sometimes reddish plastic window. If 
you don’t see the sensor, shine a flashlight 
through the window and look for a small bulb 
similar to the one on the end of the Remote 
Control IR cable.
